The Douglas Center is pleased to announce our collaboration with The Talking Farm. The Talking Farm sits on 2.5 acres of
land in Skokie, lllinois and works to feed and sustain the local community by growing
produce and creating educational programs. Its mission is to provide education, example,
and hands-on experience to members of the community to expand the awareness,
importance, and availability of food grown sustainably.
